10. ORDINANCE – Consideration of an Ordinance of Eagle Mountain City, Utah, Approving the First Amendment to the Evans Ranch Master Development Agreement and Master Development Plan.
BACKGROUND: (Presented by Planning Director Steve Mumford) The proposed amendment to the Master Development Agreement and Master Development Plan involves moving the school site to the east and the townhome site to the west, reducing the number of townhome units from 166 to 149, and adding 30 single-family lots to the west of the townhomes. The property is located south of Pony Express Parkway and east of Porter’s Crossing Parkway. The Amendment to the Master Development Agreement includes an Impact Fee Reimbursement Agreement for transportation and water.
