BACKGROUND:  (Presented by Assistant City Administrator/Finance Director Paul Jerome) The proposed amendments to the FY 2017-2018 budget include expenditures for the General Fund, Capital Projects and Enterprise Funds.

15. MOTION – Utah County 2018 Municipal Recreation Grant Project.
BACKGROUND: (Presented by City Recorder Fionnuala Kofoed) The Utah County Commission has determined the funding for the 2018 Municipal Recreation Grant Program.  Funding is based on the 2016 State of Utah Official Census Data population estimates.  Eagle Mountain has been allocated $14,931.62 for this year’s grant and staff proposes to use the funds to offset costs for a portable stage.  All funds are available on a reimbursement basis.

BACKGROUND: (Presented by City Engineer Chris Trusty) The proposed bid is for the construction of a transmission pipeline system to run sewage to the Eagle Mountain wastewater treatment facility located south of City Center.
