BACKGROUND: (Presented by Paul Jerome) The City Council allocated an additional $92,840.24 for Capital Improvements that was budgeted but not itemized in the FY2012-2013 Budget. The Council will identify and approve specific projects from the list, up to $92,840.24, that the funds can be used for.  The list was generated during the annual budget process.
14. RESOLUTION – Consideration and Adoption of a Resolution of Eagle Mountain City, Utah, Terminating the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement Establishing the Intermountain Municipal Gas Agency (IMGA) and Distribute Remaining Funds.
BACKGROUND: (Presented by Jeremy Cook) The proposed resolution terminates the interlocal agreement establishing IMGA. IMGA was formed in 1999 to provide natural gas services and transportation and to provide the benefit of economy of scale, economic development and utilization of natural resources. Since approximately 2007, little or no activity has been conducted by IMGA apart from Eagle Mountain City utilizing IMGA to purchase natural gas, and the parties therefore feel it is appropriate to terminate IMGA and distribute the remaining funds.
