ORDINANCE – Consideration and Adoption of an Ordinance of Eagle Mountain City, Utah, Amending the 2012 Capital Facilities Plan. 
BACKGROUND: (Presented by Chris Trusty)  The 2012 Capital Facilities Plan was adopted at the October 16, 2012 City Council meeting.  It has since been updated to more accurately reflect the City’s reimbursement agreement with SITLA for Mid Valley Park, and to add needed infrastructure for the Clearview Estates subdivision, north of SR 73. Also included are costs for an electrical line on Mid Valley road, and all current reimbursements have been reconciled to reflect the remaining capacities on those systems. 
PUBLIC HEARING
15. ORDINANCE – Consideration and Adoption of an Ordinance of Eagle Mountain City, Utah, Approving the Impact Fee Analysis.
BACKGROUND: (Presented by Chris Trusty) The proposed ordinance revises impact fees charged to Eagle Mountain builders when issuing a building permit. Impact fees are a onetime charge to new developments for the purpose of raising revenue for new or expanded public facilities necessitated by that development. Impact fees cannot be used to increase an existing level of service, and all fees must be spent within 6 years of being collected. Impact fees cannot be used to correct existing system deficiencies. However, impact fees can be collected for existing debt service on facilities which have excess capacity for which the development will receive a benefit.  This item was tabled from the October 16, 2012 meeting for minor corrections and to include infrastructure for the Clearview Estates Subdivision.
PUBLIC HEARING
16. ORDINANCE – Consideration and Adoption of an Ordinance of Eagle Mountain City, Utah, Amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013 Budget.  
BACKGROUND: (Presented by Paul Jerome) The proposed amendment to the FY 2012-2013 budget is for the purchase of a dump truck for Public Works.  This item was tabled from the October 16, 2012 City Council meeting.
